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Arizona entrepreneur introduces magnetic vehicle sign featuring
 the names of 1,693 U.S. troops who have died in Iraq

CarryaBigSticker, a Flagstaff, Ariz. based bumper sticker business, has introduced a 12-inch by 18-inch magnetic vehicle sign that includes the names of 1,693 U.S. troops who have died in Iraq. The names are in small white letters on a black background in a design reminiscent of the names on the Vietnam memorial in Washington, D.C. But on this sign, the names overlap much larger red letters that read, “BUSH LIED THEY DIED.” The sign includes the names of troops who died in Iraq between March 21, 2003 and June 6, 2005. The sign sells for $12 plus shipping. A poster version is also available, with a T-shirt to be available by mid-July.

Dan Frazier, the owner of CarryaBigSticker, is unapologetic about the commercial and political use of the soldier’s names. “Regardless of how you feel about the war, you can’t argue with the fact that we should remember the names of these men and women who put their lives on the line for their country,” said Frazier. “And for those of us who oppose this war, I think this makes a powerful and appropriate statement that many of those dead soldiers might agree with.”      

CarryaBigSticker is a Web-based business specializing in magnetic bumper stickers for liberals. The company was founded in 2002 by Frazier, an unemployed journalist working out of his living room. The business prospered during the run-up to the 2004 election as liberals sought out products to express their displeasure with President George W. Bush and the war in Iraq.

CarryaBigSticker still operates out of Frazier’s house, but now has two part-time employees. The business continues to show promise, as anti-Bush and anti-war sentiment remains high across the country. May was the company’s fourth-best month, with about $7,500 in bumper sticker sales. 

The company’s best-selling products include a black magnetic ribbon that says “Support our Troops – Bring Them Home!” and a bumper sticker that says “What Would Jesus Bomb?” The company sells more than 200 products including magnetic bumper stickers, refrigerator magnets, bike stickers and regular bumper stickers. The new “Bush Lied They Died” design is being used on the company’s first T-shirt.  Frazier has designed about half of the products himself, and has bought the rest from other companies. The Bush Lied They Died magnetic sign is actually an expanded version of an earlier product that featured the names of about 500 fallen troops and the words “BUSH LIED.”  That product was available as a bumper sticker or magnetic bumper sticker that measured nearly 4-inches by 15-inches. CarryaBigSticker sold a few hundred such stickers. When the company sold out of its supply of that product, Frazier decided that an expanded and updated product was in order. Graphic artist and part-time employee John Bianchini assisted with the new design. The actual manufacture of the signs was done by another company.

It is too early to know how well the new products bearing the soldier’s names will sell.  Frazier says he has had orders for all the products even before they were available. “Once word gets out that these products are available, they could easily become our best-sellers,” said Frazier.
